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Project Overview – Tandarra Lodge, Sheffield  
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Project Brief: 
 
Tandarra Lodge is a community aged care facility 
operating to serve the aged within the Kentish district.  
 
The project required the construction of an all weather 
external extension within the central amenities area.  
 
This addition to the existing building was designed to 
‘blend’ with the existing facilities and provide a light and 
open protected area for residents to gather beyond the 
internal confines of the home.  
 
The construction team have erected a semi-enclosed 
trussed roof section (attached to the existing roof 
profile) whilst incorporating part of an existing gazebo 
feature. The team have included sky lights within the 
new roof and erected an external wall fitted with 
windows and internal cladding.
