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Project Brief: 
 
Horse Care Facility - A need was identified by this 
community club and a request made to the GIDG 
teams to establish a modern horse wash-down facility 
that catered to the animal husbandry needs of the 
club.  
 
The project entailed the planning of four covered wash 
down and three horse tie down bays situated on 
concrete slabs on the existing site, located on 
Meander Valley Council land at the Westbury 
Showgrounds. Two standard concrete slab pads 
provided the foundation base upon which purpose built 
shedding was erected. 
 
The construction teams have gained valued trade 
skills along with procedures required to allow safe 
operations on a building site plus team work 
operations required to effectively develop a 
construction project.
